1. Chairpersons Report

A Scottish Cup team entered and trips away organised. The Intercounty was played in Lerwick with the Orkney team travelling to get back up here. 
Netball Scotland
Caroline Walker retired from NS and she was quite present in Shetland delivering training and help for Seniors and Juniors. Attending our games on the mainland too. As an association, we sent a gift to her to thank her for her help.
Training

3. Umpiring Update – Beth Mouat
Umpire Training and Development
Before Covid struck, there was a growing momentum for umpiring training and development. This upcoming season we hope to run plenty of courses and training for umpires and players to develop their understanding of umpiring and the language around umpiring. We will be sharing the dates for these training sessions nearer the beginning of the season. 
As mentioned in previous years, ideally we would like to have C level qualified umpires for each game. We would be looking for people in each team to be undertaking this training. Umpiring questions can also be shared on the Umpiring Facebook which is there for support and questions regarding the game. 
Payments for Umpiring 
At present, some umpires get paid by individual teams and some umpires do not. The SLNA are suggesting that all umpires are paid in cash for the game they umpire. Every game you arrive at, your team is responsible for contributing towards the umpiring. This helps to show value and respect for all of our umpires.
